· Socks – still have socks left Large size ONLY. $5.00 per pack. One pack owed to Barb Faid.

· Friendly’s Fundraiser – raised $248.12 in total. ($100.00 from raffle and $148.12 from sales). Discussed doing this fundraiser again, possibly next year as it was easy. Friendly’s was receptive to our suggestions of being better staffed for this event as the service and turnover rate was a bit slow. In addition, Friendly’s offers their parking lot (a portion thereof) for a car wash.

· Car Wash/Flea Market – Baltimore County has un-approved our permit for the car wash due to water restrictions. We are looking for alternate locations such as ODD Fellows hall, Edgemere Church of God and others. Dates for consideration: May 9th (same day as SPHS Centennial and ESP Lacrosse Parents Appreciation Day), May 16th (Sr. Prom). Will continue to work on and discuss at next meeting. Advertising needs to take place by end of April.

· Heart Sale Fundraiser – raised $45.00 in total. Suggestions for next year are: display same day, sell to middle school (during lunches) also, sell week of Valentine’s Day.

· Class Wear – update needed from Melissa. The class is also developing a t-shirt only. Class of 2012 students are encouraged to attend class meetings because the design will be chosen then. Melissa will also inquire about stadium pads to be included with apparel.

· Faces by Terri Fundraiser – no response from vendor.

· Outback Night Fundraiser – March 23rd . 10% of a customers total purchase will be given to Class of 2012 Booster Club. There are no designated hours. Customers must present the certificate to be included. Outback provided a large supply of certificates that need to be distributed.
· April Fundraiser – Scratch cards. Melissa will order at least 10 cards that will be distributed to attendees of the Booster Club meetings. Each card has different values that a person can scratch off and pay you (the seller) for. I believe the values range from .25 cents up to $5.00. We will have them delivered at the next meeting.

· Cook Book Fundraiser – voted on and agreed to move forward with this fundraiser. We will go with color versus black/white books.
